HALT Goals

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1. Who is eligible for this scholarship?

There are two conditions to be met for eligibility.  The first is that the graduating high school student be a resident of Hopkinton; the second is that the field of study chosen is either conservation or the environmental sciences.

2. How much money is the scholarship for?

The scholarship is for $250.

3. When will I know if I have won this scholarship?

If your school has an awards ceremony, you will receive a certificate at that time.  If there is no awards ceremony, your school guidance office will be notified before your graduation date.

4. If I win this scholarship, when will I receive the money?

You will receive a check for the scholarship after you have completed your first semester of higher education, and have submitted to HALT a copy of your first semester’s grades.  The scholarship is not predicated on these grades.  HALT just wants to know how our recipients are doing.

5. The application form asks which college I plan to attend.  If I do not get accepted there or if I choose to attend another college, will I still be eligible for the scholarship money should I be selected?

As long as your intent is to study conservation and/or environmental sciences, you are still eligible for the money.
