· All 2 and 3 dimensional art is acceptable, including photography, computer generated art, collage, and water color. Accepted media include water color, marker, crayon, ink, acrylic, colored pencil and/or tempera paint. 3 dimensional art should be submitted in the form of an 8.5 x 11 digital photograph of the actual piece of artwork.

· All entries should be original artwork. Only one entry per student.
· First name, last name, grade, and school should appear on the front, lower right corner and on the back of the artwork.

· Main Office of any Ashland or Hopkinton Public School

· The Ashland Recreation Department on West Union Street

·  All submissions will become the property of the Hopkinton Athletic Association.

· A panel of artists, sponsors and volunteers will select the winning artwork based on
